Cost Containment Data Analysis

Charlottesville:
· Between FY00 and FY02, CSA costs have increased by almost 35%.

· Costs for foster care mandated cases increased by 37% or over a million dollars between FY01 and FY02.

· Costs for residential foster care services increased by 37% or almost a million dollars between FY01 and FY02.  

· During this time period, the number of children in foster care increased by 7 or 2%.

· In 2002, children in foster care make up 55% of children receiving CSA funding; 17% are foster care prevention cases and 8% are special education.

· 76% of CSA funds are used for children in foster care.

· Between FY00 and FY02, the number of children between the ages of 13 and 17 receiving CSA funding has increased by 40% from 120 to 168.

Albemarle:

· Between FY00 and FY02, CSA costs have increased about 44%.

· Costs for foster care mandated cases increased by 18% or over $400,000 between FY01 and FY02.

· Costs for mandated special education cases increased by 33% or about $450,000 between FY01 and FY02.

· Costs for residential foster care services increased by 20%.

· Costs for special education residential services increased by 40% and special education non-residential services by 25%.

· The number of children in foster care decreased 9% between FY01 and FY02, while the number of children receiving foster care prevention services increased by 30%

· Between FY00 and FY01, the number of children receiving mandated special education services increased by 40%.

· In 2002, children in foster care make up 50% of CSA cases; 29% were foster care prevention, and 19% were special education students. 

· Special education students use 37% of CSA funds.
